There is a $45 registration fee due yearly upon registration. This fee is non-refundable.

All costume fees are divided into four monthly payments (September-December).and added to your monthly
tuition. Costume fees are nonrefundable after November 1st. Costume payments are subject to a 10% late fee.
Dancers are required to purchase additional tights, dance bras, and body liners (optional) through the studio
in March. Costume fees will include hangers, tights, and garment bags..
